      Compared to previous science fiction movies, the special effects in director Stanley Kubrick's 1969 classic 2001:  A Space Odyssey are remarkably realistic.  According to John Smith, noted ichthyologist and film critic of the era, Kubrick “achieved this realism through the painstaking use of new techniques” (185).  In the tubular corridor scene, for example, in which the space stewardess walks up the wall until she is upside down, Kubrick rejected the standard method of rotating an actor suspended from wires and instead rotated the camera and the entire corridor set together, allowing the actress to walk upright and naturally (Smith 256).
